He briefly outlined that the next step in the process is to carry out a combined evaluation by TEP which
considers both the technical and financial scores and makes a recommendation for the award to the
highest combined scorer subject to negotiations. The firm with the highest combined score will be
invited to negotiate a contract upon approval of the combined evaluation report,
